     October was sure a busy month 

in first grade.  We have finished 

reading the stories in our first two 

themes, and the students have just 

taken their first Integrated Theme 

Test.  This is the first time that the 

students were expected to independ-

ently read a story on a test and an-

swer questions by drawing pictures 

or writing sentences.  We are also 

moving through the units in our 

math program and working on num-

ber order, using coins, telling time 

and developing number stories.  We 

have even started timed addition and 

subtraction tests!   

     The first graders canôt wait for 

our field trip to Goebbertôs Pumpkin 

Farm next week.  On the trip we will 

learn how a pumpkin grows, ride on 

a hayride, visit an exotic petting 

zoo, and pick out a pumpkin to 

bring home.  Come and wave hello 

during the Halloween parade! 

     Second grade continues to work 

hard. We have started our second 

theme in reading which is all about 

nature. This ties in nicely with our 

science unit on soil. Students will 
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have the opportunity to take a nature 

walk and have a day for doing na-

ture activities.  Grammar skills be-

ing covered in this unit will include 

complete sentences, paragraph writ-

ing, using commands and exclama-

tions. Reading skills being covered 

are fact and opinion, comparing and 

contrasting, categorizing and classi-

fying information. We will work on 

compound words, antonyms and 

multiple meaning words.  As you 

can tell, we will be very busy in sec-

ond grade! 

     In second grade social studies, 

we spent time talking about maps. 

We discussed cardinal directions 

and how to find symbols and what 

they mean. In writing, students have 

worked hard to write a paragraph 

using their best handwriting and 

details to support the topic sentence.   

     Students have worked on fact 

families and basic addition. We 

have done a little with subtraction. 

Please take the time to do flashcards 

with your child or spend a few min-

utes a night doing simple digit addi-

tion and subtraction. They really 

need to sharpen their math skills so 

they can move on to double digits. 

Are you tired of hearing your child 

ask, ñWhat time is it?ò We continue 

to work on this skill. Our third math 

unit is place value, time and money. 

We encourage you to help your 

child count money when buying 

things. Or, if you have loose change 

at the end of the day, suggest they 

can keep it if they can count it!  

     Thank you for a wonderful start 

to our school year.  We appreciate 

your support and the time you take 
at home to help your child have a 

successful school year.  

     Third grade has been hard at 

work this past month. We have be-

gun Theme 2 in our reading series. 

This theme introduces the many dif-

ferent traditions that one family 

might celebrate.

     We are moving right along with 

Unit two in math and have been 

learning about number grids, fact 

families. Please be sure to practice 

addition and subtraction facts each 

night. Our curriculum is rather fast 

paced and in order for your child to 

be successful they need to have a 

strong grasp of their facts. 

      We took our first walking field 

trip to the Morton Grove Public Li-

brary to see a televised presentation 

of the author Mo Willems. He kept 

the audience entertained and inter-

ested even though he was not there 

in person. Mrs. Glenn also provided 

us with a dance or two to help 

stretch us out for our walk back to 

school. Thanks to our chaperones 

who were willing to walk in the mist 

and rain. It was well worth it. Our 

next field trip will be to Niles West 

High School to see ñJames and the 

Giant Peachò on November 6th. 

     In third grade social studies, we 

have been learning about the com-

munity in which we live. We have 

also been learning about the various 

types of maps there are and how 

they are similar and different. 

     Third grade science is bubbling 

with excitement. The children have 

been experimenting with 5 mystery 

substances and are trying to predict 

what each of them is. They have 

learned words such as physical and 

chemical properties, filtration, con-

trol, dissolve, and suspend. Our goal 

is for each of the students to be able 

to use the results from these ten ex-

periments to help them identify each 

of these mystery substances. We are 

confident that these scientists are up 

to the challenge. 

     ñA journey of a thousand miles 

must begin with a single 

step,ò is a quote by Lao-

tzu (604-531 B.C.) found 

at the beginning of our 

reading texts, introducing fourth 

gradeôs first reading theme: Jour-

neys.  We realize that having new 

experiences helps us to learn and 

think differently about ourselves 

and life, and that a successful jour-

ney through fourth grade is made 

up of many smaller steps.  And what 

fun steps they are!  In our first 

theme weôve enjoyed reading selec-

tions that consist of: realistic fiction, 

a personal narrative, narrative non-

fiction, and historical fiction, thus 

far.  Our Daily Oral Language 

(DOL) sentence practice, with 

weekly quizzes, reinforces writing 

and grammar skills and compli-

ments our Write Traits writing se-

ries.  Accelerated Reader (A.R.) is 

more independent this year ï read-

ing consistently at home, trying to 

maintain a comprehension level of 

at least 85% on A.R. tests, while 

encouraging the children to read 

lengthier chapter books. 

     In our Everyday Math series, 

weôve enjoyed ñNaming and Con-

structing Geometric Figuresò as 

well as ñUsing Numbers and Orga-

nizing Data.ò  To reinforce and re-

view math concepts, the children 

work on Math 4-Today, with a quiz 

each Friday.  In addition, our Daily 

Geography (DG) practice supports 

our social studies curriculum nicely.  

While weôve been learning about 

classifying organisms, where organ-

isms live, and animal characteristics 

in Science. 

     As partners in your childôs edu-

cation; after your child completes 

his/her homework, we encourage 

you to check over the work for neat-

ness and acceptability and sign or 

initial his/her Park View Assign-

ment Notebook where indicated 

each day after you have seen the 

completed work. 

     We had the opportunity to listen 

to some very well written (and per-

suasive!) speeches given by those 

fourth graders interested in run-

ning for student council representa-

tive in each of the fourth grade 

classes.  Fourth grade will cer-

tainly be represented by some dedi-

cated, responsible, and motivated 

boys and girls this year!  

     We enjoyed our ñIn School Field 

Tripò given by the Illinois Depart-

ment of Agriculture and weôre look-

ing forward to seeing the play, 

James & the Giant Peach scheduled 

for Thursday, November 5th.  Weôre 

having a terrific year in fourth 

gradeéone step at a time, and do-

ing it ñThe Warrior Wayò!   

     Fifth grade has had a busy 

month. In social studies students are 

studying ancient western civiliza-

tions. They have been learning 

about the history, discoveries, and 

writing system of the Mayan Em-

pire. The students even completed a 

writing project using Mayan sym-

bols. Soon they will begin studying 

the Aztec Empire.  

     ñItôs a small world,ò would be an 

appropriate song to hear in science, 

as students have been exploring the 

microscopic world. They have been 

using microscopes to examine mys-

tery specimens. Students record the 

properties of the specimen and use 
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that information to determine what 

the specimen might be. They have 

also been learning about field of 

view.  

     Fifth grade math has been excit-

ing, as students learned more about 

using decimals in various mathe-

matical operations. They have been 

working with data landmarks like: 

mean, median, mode, and range. 

Students also explored chance 

events and probability.  

     One of the highlights of our 

month has been our Homework Hall 

of Fame. Fifth graders who com-

pleted all of their homework on 

time, during the past two months, 

were inducted into the fifth grade 

Homework Hall of Fame. All the 

members earned the privilege of 

ordering a Subway sandwich for 

lunch and we had a big party in the 

multipurpose room to celebrate their 

effort. The fifth grade teachers were 

very proud of these responsible stu-

dents.  

     What do strategic readers do? 

Sixth grade students have been 

learning the skills of making con-

nections, predictions, and drawing 

inferences. Ask a sixth grader how 

to apply these skills to help you bet-

ter understand what you are reading, 

whether it be in novels for reading 

workshop or textbooks from any 

class.   

     How can your child review for 

Wordly Wise quizzes at home? 

Some ideas to help your child study; 

Have him or her make flashcards, 

draw pictures or cartoons of the 

words, make a list of synonyms or 

antonyms for the words, try to find 

Wordly Wise words in books, news-

papers, or commercials. Also, with 

your permission, there is a website 

that your child can look at 

(wordlywise3000.com) that has re-

view games, word lists, definitions 

and audio pronunciation of the 

words. 

     Our sixth grade poets are work-

ing their poems through the stages 

of the writing process in Writing 

Workshop. The students are being 

encouraged to use descriptive lan-

guage, strong verbs and statements 

of emotion to really make their writ-

ing powerful and effective. The stu-

dents are encouraged to write about 

topics from their personal territory 

list and their heart maps. The stu-

dents have enjoyed writing about 

material that has personal signifi-

cance to them. The next major writ-

ing pieceémemoirs. 

     Our current social studies theme 

is problem solving.  How do people 

solve problems and how do they use 

technology to develop solutions?  

To better understand this concept, 

the sixth graders will take the role 

of ancient Mesopotamians and try to 

develop solutions to some of the 

challenges they faced as they settled 

between the Tigris and Euphrates 

Rivers.  A new study guide has 

come home for chapter four, and 

you should see your child working 

on it.   

     We learned a lot about factors 

and multiples in our last book Prime 

Time and we are going to continue 

to use the skills we learned on our 

new book, Bits & Pieces I. Students 

are learning about the fraction prop-

erties. Soon we will be learning 

about decimals, percents, and place 

value too. Ask your sixth grader 

how to find what a fraction of a 

number represents, or how to find 

an equivalent fraction. 

     In science, sixth graders are 

learning about what happens to light 
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when it gets to different ob-

jects.  Did you know light can re-

flect, scatter, transmit, and absorb in 

objects?  We have collected evi-

dence during our lab time to prove 

this phenomenon.  Next we will be 

learning about colors.  How do we 

see different colors?  Ask your sixth 

grader to show you the computer 

simulation we did in class! 

     Seventh grade students in Mrs. 

Shelistôs LA and LIT classes just 

completed their amazing creations 

and presentations on their Utopia 

projects.  Developing their perfect 

society provided the students with 

the opportunity to plan a world 

based on a selected concept such as 

love, peace, compassion, technol-

ogy, etc., while determining the spe-

cifics of this world in regards to 

educational needs, government con-

trol, transportation requirements, 

acceptable rules, and more!   

     Shelistôs students have been 

practicing grammar rules such as 

combining sentences, indentifying 

parts of speech, and pronoun re-

placement.  Also, our *new* on-line 

writing program is in full swing!   

Students have completed both a de-

scriptive and a persuasive essay 

which they submitted on-line, and 

then received an evaluation (based 

on mechanics, word choice, content 

and development, effective sen-

tences, etc.) within seconds.  Fol-

lowing their initial results, students 

have several opportunities to revise/

edit and re-submit in order to im-

prove their score.  Technology at its 

best! 

     In addition to expressing their 

ñlikesò and ñdislikesò seventh 

grade Spanish students have learned 

to use pronouns which are essential 

to learn in order to conjugate many 

verbs in the future. We will continue 
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to practice what we have learned, 

and weôll also add new vocabulary 

and learn to pay attention to gender 

and number when learning articles 

and adjectives to describe ourselves 

and friends. ñLos muchachos inteli-

gentes llevan unas chaquetas lar-

gas.ò 

     In social studies the seventh 

graders are beginning to learn 

about our American Constitution 

and discussing the principles of gov-

ernment that helped to shape that 

document.  The students are also 

identifying the basic plan for the 

structure of the United States gov-

ernment as set forth in the Constitu-

tion. 

     Seventh grade chemists are in-

vestigating the question, How can I 

make new stuff?  Each day brings a 

new experiment and a 

new chemical reaction 

to observe.  Are burn-

ing and boiling chemi-

cal reactions?  The an-

swer to this question 

and several others about chemical 

reactions will be answered during 

this part of the unit. 

     Mathematical similarity will be 

the focus of seventh grade math 

students for several weeks.  Stu-

dents frequently encounter situa-

tions requiring familiarity with the 

ideas of enlargement, scaling, area 

growth and indirect measurement.  

Proportions, ratios and scale factors 

are tools that will help determine 

measurements of mathematically 

similar shapes.   

     Students in eighth grade science 

are exploring the connections be-

tween cells and body systems to 

better understand the processes of 

all living creatures including move-

ment, growth, waste production, and 

breathing.  They are using this 

knowledge of the human body to 

analyze medical case studies and to 

develop scientific explanations for 

many of the processes going on in-

side of them. 

     Students in eighth grade math 

are working on a 1st quarter geome-

try project for a package design for 

a sporting goods manufacturer.  

They have begun a unit of study on 

mathematical models and are learn-

ing how to develop theoretical "best 

fit" relationships for experimental 

data that can be expressed as linear 

or non-linear equations and curves.  

     In eighth grade social studies 

weôve finished a review of govern-

ment and the beginnings of our 

country and are now picking up 

where the students left off in sev-

enth grade social studies.  Our first 

unit will be on westward expansion, 

focusing on the relationship be-

tween the settlers and the Native 

American Indians.   

     In Mrs. Nolanôs language arts 

class, the students have been writing 

poetry.  The students have experi-

enced many lessons about ways to 

strengthen their poems.  They have 

taken notes on these lessons to cre-

ate their own ñwriting hand books.ò  

Now they are working to apply what 

theyôve learned to their poetry writ-

ing.  Students will be polishing their 

poems for publication and looking 

forward to our next genre, mem-

oir.  Soon we will begin lessons on 

writing memoirs.  Simultaneously, 

the students will be reading a mem-

oir, titled Of Beetles and Angels, 

written by a refugee, Mawi Asge-

dom.  To get ready to read this 

book, the students learned about 

refugees through websites, a simula-

tion, and a film.  Students have been 

responding to what theyôve learned 
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through a variety of writing activi-

ties.  In addition, students are work-

ing on creative writing assignments 

about themselves. 

Observe your son or daughter 

closely; are they being proactive?  

Are they taking a moment to think 

before they respond?  Are they set-

ting goals and using their assign-

ment notebooks each day?  These 

are characteristics of the first of 7 

habits to help your child succeed the 

rest of eighth grade and their years 

in high school.  In Mrs. Mazukelliôs 

language arts classroom, we are 

connecting this text, 7 Habits of 

Highly Successful Teens to the 

memoir we just read, Of Beetles and 

Angels:  a Boys Remarkable Jour-

ney from a Sudanese Refugee Camp 

to Harvard.  We are also preparing 

for the Childrenôs Film Festival by 

beginning to study short stories.  We 

are wrapping up our lessons on po-

etry which have laid a nice ground-

work for our next piece: a memoir.   

     Students in Ms. Spevakôs class 

are starting Book 2 of War of the 

Worlds.  In English class students 

are studying the cases of pronouns 

as well as agreement of pronouns 

and their antecedents.  Students 

have been successful in demonstrat-

ing their understanding of these con-

cepts and have been using them in 

numerous writing activities. 

     For eighth grade Spanish, we 

are currently working on the vo-

cabulary and grammar for Unit 3, 

chapter 2.  The students are enjoy-

ing the sports vocabulary and have 

been creatively using the vocabulary 

in class.  For Señora Forman's class, 

the students will be quizzed on Fri-

day (October 23rd) on stem-hanging 

verbs and the verb JUGAR (to 

play).  ¡Gracias! 
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     October has proven to be a very 

typical month.  Mother Nature has 

graced us with fall weather ï giving 

us some beautiful days and also 

some days that get a bit chilly.  Just 

as a reminder, please see that your 

children are dressed appropriately 

for the weather.  They go outside on 

a daily basis for recess, and we want 

them to be warm enough for the 

weather.  Unfortunately, there are 

not indoor recess activities unless it 

is raining.  As the temperatures con-

tinue to drop, the children will need 

hats, gloves and scarves; and even-

tually, snow pants and boots.  Their 

safety and well-being are of utmost 

concern to us.  Halloween is just 

around the corner ï be sure to care-

fully read the section about the tra-

ditional festivities here at Park 

View. 

     With the end of the first quarter 

approaching, the students are famil-

iar with all of the routines; and we 

hope they still enjoy coming to 

school as much as we enjoy in-

structing them.  As we walk the 

halls and visit classrooms, we canôt 

help but notice how busy the stu-

dents (and teachers) are.  It is heart-

warming to see them enjoy the 

learning process and see their suc-

cesses in the classroom.   

     The first grading quarter ends on 

October 30, and report cards will go 

home on November 6.  Besides the 

report cards, if your child is in 2nd-

8th grade, you will receive their 

MAP (Measurement of Academic 

Progress) scores.  Additionally, stu-

dents in 4th-8th grades will receive 

their ISAT scores from last spring.  

Mark your calendars for parent-

teacher conferences that will take 

place on November 23 and 24 from 

1:00 pm to 8:00 pm both days.  

There will not be student attendance 

on November 23-27.  We hope you 

all enjoy the long Thanksgiving 

weekend following conferences.  If 

your child is in elementary school, 

and you were not able to sign up for 

a conference time on Curriculum 

Night, please be sure to contact your 

childôs teacher.  Students in 6th-8th 

grades will receive conference sign-

up sheets with their report cards.  It 

is important that those sheets are 

returned to the front office quickly, 

as the conference times are assigned 

on a first come, first served basis.  

Having this time to review your 

childôs academic growth is very im-

portant. 

     In addition to the children learn-

ing in the classroom, the home envi-

ronment plays a part in how well 

children do in school.  Completing 

homework reinforces skills learned 

in the classroom and provides im-

portant practice.  Some ways to help 

your child with their homework in-

clude: 

· Set a regular time each day for 

homework, allowing some time 

to unwind after school before 

getting started on homework. 

 · Be sure your child has all essen-

tials, such as papers, books, 

school notebooks and pencils. 

· Help your child get organized 

by providing folders for papers 

and using their assignment note-

book. 

· Have a quiet, clean and well-lit 

place to study.  Keep all school-

work there. 

· Discourage distractions, includ-

ing the television and computer. 

· Read any comments the teacher 

has made on returned assign-

ments or in the assignment note-

book. 

· Be available to answer ques-

tions or help quiz your child, but 

keep homework as his or her 

responsibility to complete. 

     In furthering your child to be-

come more responsible, we continu-

ally work on independence.  The 

students are at an age where they 

can carry their backpacks (within 

weight reason), should be responsi-

ble for their instruments on a daily 

basis, should remember to bring 

their AR or free reading book to 

school every day, just to name a few 

examples. In following the districtôs 

mission statement, we would like to 

see our students grow in mind, body 

and character. When the home and 

school work together, we give the 

children the message that every-

thing they do is important work.  

     Birthdays are a special celebra-

tion for each child, and we would 

like to reinforce our celebration 

practice.  Students celebrate their 

birthdays with classmates and teach-

ers by bringing in treats, such as 

cupcakes or cookies.  In planning 

for your childôs upcoming special 

day, please contact your childôs 

homeroom teacher to verify day and 

time. Also, please be aware of spe-

cial allergies within your childôs 

classroom so that all students may 

participate in your childôs small 

birthday celebration. 

     We would like to acknowledge 

the students and parents for their 

efforts in the Innisbrook Wrapping 

Paper Fundraiser.

Board Briefs  

At the October 19 th    meeting of the Board of Education, the Board:  

Approved the bills and deposits for the month of September;  

Heard a presentation by Ms. Wings regarding the 2009 ISAT Scores;  

Approved the 2009 School Report Card for publication on the Districtõs website; 

Approved a resolution allowing the H1N1 Vaccinations to be administered at Park View School  in 

conjunction with the Cook County Department of Health;  

Approved the extension of the Cleaning Service contract through Oct. 2010; and  

Approved the application for the annual Library Grant.  

 

The next meeting of the Board of Education will be on Monday, November 16 th  , at 7:30 PM in the Park 

View Multi -Purpose Room. 
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     Report cards have been a regular 

means of reporting the progress of 

students in schools for many years.  

As parents, many of you may still 

remember what your report cards 

(as a child) looked like, and espe-

cially remember the reaction of your 

parents upon bringing it home and 

giving it to them.  Although the gen-

eral appearance of report cards may 

have changed over the years, the 

purpose of the report card hasnôt 

changed:  it is meant to provide 

youðthe parentðwith information 

on how your child is performing in 

the different subject areas of which 

they are graded. 

     Just as you receive a report card 

for your children, the State of Illi-

nois also provides report cards for 

every school and district in the State 

on an annual basis.  However, the 

State Report Card is designed to 

provide parents with as much infor-

mation about their school/district as 

can be quantified.  By the end of 

October every year, by law, every 

school district in the State is to pub-

lish their report card and make it 

available to the public.  Most dis-

tricts do this by making the report 

card available on their districtsô 

website, but some also print them up 

and send them to those who live in 

the district to make them aware of 

how their school/district is perform-

ing. 

     The information on the report 

card is meant to provide a 

ñsnapshotò view regarding the 

school/district.  The Student Infor-

mation section provides the total 

enrollment figures for the school, 

and then provides percentages for 

the racial/ethnic background of stu-

dents, the low income rate (based on 

how many families qualify for the 

free/reduced lunch program), per-

centage of limited English speakers, 

mobility rate, and truancy rate.  

     The Instructional Setting sec-

tion provides the pupil-teacher ra-

tios, the administrator-pupil ratios, 

the average class sizes per grade, 

and the amount of time devoted to 

each of the core subjects, by day.  It 

also includes the demographics of 

the teaching staff, including race, 

gender, and the types of degrees 

(Bachelors/Masters) the staff has. 

     The District Finances is another 

section of the report card that pro-

vides all of the financial data of the 

district.  It provides average teacher/

administrator salaries, the revenues, 

the expenditures, and the overall 

instructional and operating costs of 

the district.  All of the figures pro-

vided can be compared to the 

ñaverage costò of these same cate-

gories at the State level, so that one 

can know or understand how their 

local district compares with other 

districts across the State. 

     Most importantly, the Academic 

Performance information provides 

the data that shows how schools 

performed academically on the Illi-

nois Standards Achievement Test 

(ISAT) which is administered every 

Spring (March) to all students.  By 

law, not only do the scores need to 

be made public, but they must also 

be broken down (disaggregated) by 

ethnic group, gender, low income, 

and special education, all to demon-

strate that all of our subgroups are 

performing at an acceptable score of 

proficiency.  This is in accordance 

with the No Child Left Behind Act 

(NCLB). 

     By the time you read this article 

our 2009 School Report Card will 

be posted on our school districtôs 

website at www.parkview70.net.   

Just as when your children are anx-

ious for you to see a report card they 

are proud of, I would like to encour-

age you to look at Park Viewôs Re-

port Card.  In addition to the student 

and staff demographics as well as 

the financial information, I am 

pleased to report to you that over 

90% of all of our students who took 

the ISAT exams last Spring either 

met or exceeded the State Standards 

in both Reading and Mathematics.

Nurseôs Corner 

Vision and Hearing screening will start in late October or early November. Vision screening is mandatory for grades kin-

dergarten, 2nd and 8th. Hearing screening is mandatory for grades Kindergarten, 1st, 2nd and 3rd. Once mandatory grades 

have been completed, the remaining grades will be screened. 

Reminders from the nurse: 

If your child stays home from school for more than 5 days due to an illness, a note from the doctor is required for your 

child to return to school. If your child has a temperature, he/she should be kept home from school and should not return 

until temperature free for 24 hours. 

The two most common signs/symptoms of H1N1 (swine) 

flu are high fever with a cough and/or sore throat.
