September has been an exciting
month in First Grade. The days
have been full of many “firsts” for
the children.. first desks, first read-
ing books and for the first time eat-
ing in the cafeteria.

We are learning the First Grade
routines and schedules. We have
begun our first reading unit called
Here We Go—All Together Now.
The children are reading stories
about school days, seasons and op-
posites. In math, the children are
using tally marks, counting by twos,
fives and tens. The children are also
writing numerals. The children have
been practicing their handwriting
using our new books.

A special highlight of each week
in First Grade is sing-a-long. The
entire grade gathers together to learn
and sing new songs. This month we
have been singing about colors,
handwriting, apples and letters. First
Grade is off to a great start.

Second grade is off to a great
start. We have been learning our
classroom routines and following
the Warrior Way! Routines are very
important in second grade, and we’d
like to thank the second grade par-
ents for monitoring their child’s
nightly homework and reminding
them to bring corespodences to and
from school daily.

Reading is another very impor-
tant part of a second graders day.
We have begun our first reading
theme titled “Silly Stories”. We
really enjoyed our first two selec-
tions, Dragon Gets By and Julius.
The students have learned how to
story map and identify fantasy and
realism while reading these two very
funny stories. We want to remind
all second graders to be reading at
home each evening. Keep in mind
that the more a child reads the better
reader he/she will become!

In second grade math, we began
the year by reviewing addition facts,
counting coins and telling time. We
have just begun Chapter 2 where we
will be focusing on addition and
subtraction number stories, fact
families, and various strategies to
help us strengthen our addition and
subtraction skills.

The second grade team looks
forward to a great year. To quote
our students, “Second Grade
ROCKS!”

At this point
we’ve met all of our specials teach-
ers and are engaged in great learning
activities from P.E. to art to music.
Classroom routines are being estab-
lished and we’re practicing living
the Warrior Way at Park View.
Reading is chock-a-block with ad-
venture as we dive into our third
grade series and practice determin-
ing cause and effect in a story, mak-

ing inferences, and sequencing
events in a story. Science seems to
be an especially exciting subject this
quarter and why wouldn’t it be; we
all love testing chemicals.

Third graders are reviewing
different concepts in math, includ-
ing place value, money, time, meas-
uring, and addition and subtraction.

On a final note, please remember
to check your child’s assignment
notebook each night so you can be
aware of any homework assign-
ments or notes from the teacher.
And on Friday, please read the
Friday Folder and celebrate all the
good work that your child has
brought home to share with you. It’s
going to be a great year!

The fourth graders had a fabu-
lous start to the school year meeting
new friends, teachers, and learning
new routines. The children jumped
right into reading with our theme of
“Journeys” which includes a story
about the Iditarod dog sled race.
We also have Mystery Reading
Teams where the children’s reading
points go toward a team goal. The
mystery is what team the children
are reading for. Results will be
announced at the end of the quarter
and we’re planning a special treat
for the biggest readers!

In fourth grade math, we’ve
been studying various geometry
terms and reviewing basic addition
and subtraction facts. Our young
scientists are learning how animals
are classified. In social studies, we

are learning how geography, econ-
omy, political science, and history
come together to study the social
sciences.

Thanks for all your help in gath-
ering and labeling supplies for your
fourth grader. We are looking for-
ward to a great year!

The first few weeks of fifth
grade have been a lot of fun for
both the students and the teachers.
The students are now in the routine
of switching classes and having dif-
ferent teachers for science, social
studies, and math...and carrying all
of those books around. We started
our school year by working together
to decide what the Warrior Way
looks like in fifth grade. The stu-
dents demonstrated maturity and
good self-knowledge as they dis-
cussed positive ways to practice the
five attributes we are focusing on
this year: be honest, be positive, be
responsible, be respectful, and be
safe.

In social studies, students have
reviewed important map reading
skills and learned how to record in-
formation and take notes more ef-
fectively. They also began studying
where Native Americans originated,
where they chose to live and why
they established different ways of
life.

Fifth grade science has been a
lot of fun. Students have been learn-
ing about the skills necessary to be a
good scientist. They classified infor-
mation, practiced their communica-

tion skills by building
mystery objects with
a partner, and ob-
served a potato in
more detail than they
probably ever had
before. Students have also been fly-

ing paper airplanes down the hall-
ways by their classrooms. It’s all a
part of our exploration of the scien-
tific method. Students designed and
built their paper airplanes with the
goal to have them fly as far as possi-
ble. Students then had two test
flights, recorded the

distances their

planes flew, and

modified their a
planes to try to get

them to fly even

farther. In their final two flights,
they found out whether they proved
or disproved their hypothesis.

Number theory has been the fo-
cus of fifth grade math this month.
Students have been exploring the
various types of numbers that are
the foundation of math. They have
learned about factors and their rela-
tionship to prime and composite
numbers. Students can now figure
out the prime factorization of a
number using their knowledge of
factors and prime numbers. Students
also learned several divisibility rules
and how to square and unsquare
numbers.

Fifth graders have also started
exploring the powerful natural
forces of the earth as a part of our
reading series. They have read fic-
tional and true stories about earth-
quakes, El Nino, storm chasers, vol-
canoes, and historical events con-
nected to natural disasters. Along
with these readings, they have been
expanding their understanding of
strategies that help them better un-
derstand what they are reading.

Fifth graders are writers too!
They have been learning about how
to find an idea to write about, and
how to narrowing it down enough so
that they can write about the topic
effectively. Reviewing how to build

a good paragraph has also been a
part of writing this month. With this
foundation, students have begun
writing stories and essays based on
their interests. They are also starting
to learn about how to write a news
article. Along with writing, the stu-
dents are learning proper grammar,
figurative language, and punctuation
through daily language activities.

With all the excitement that has
filled the fifth grade classrooms
this month, we know this is going to
be a fabulous year.

The sixth graders have started
off the school year very well in sci-
ence class. We started the year
learning about Howard Gardner’s 8
Multiple Intelligences. Your child
has figured out his/her strengths/
weaknesses. We have also begun
our first IQWST unit, “When Can |
Believe My Eyes?” Was the hidden
message an optical illusion or did it
really happen? We have been doing
many activities in order to collect
evidence for our answers. We have
also been asking lots of questions!
Ask your child what four things are
needed in order to see an object.
Also, please check and see that your
child has a separate binder for sci-
ence. Thank you!

What are three types of connec-
tions that active readers can make
while they are reading? What is the
difference between a connection and
a coincidence? Ask your sixth
grader to answer these questions for
you. Sixth grade literature students
have started the year by focusing on
the skills that good readers need to
be successful. We
will continue to de-
velop the skills of
making connections,
asking questions,
making predictions

and drawing inferences. Four read-
ing activities are required for first
quarter. Talk to your child about the
book that s/he is reading. Have your
child show you their Reading Work-
shop folder. Please encourage your
child to read 30 minutes every night.

In sixth grade language arts
classes, we have launched our Writ-
ing Workshop. The
students have cre-
ated brainstorm lists
of writing territo-
ries. These territo-
ries are areas that we will explore in
our writing this year. We will be
sharing and writing a lot of poetry
first quarter. Mini-lessons on writ-
ing techniques, grammar and spell-
ing are incorporated into our writing
workshop. Don’t be surprised if you
have a young poet!

Do you know how to play the
Factor Game? What about the Prod-
uct Game? Ask a sixth grader to
show you how to play these games
which test our knowledge about
Factors and Multiples. We are learn-
ing a lot about the properties of
whole numbers and their factors and
multiples in our current book Prime
Time In math, we are continuing to
find out more about prime numbers,
composite numbers, square num-
bers, the greatest common factor,
the least common multiple, factor
trees, and prime factorization.

The sixth grade social studies
classes have been working with
partners to draw conclusions about
some ancient artifacts. Some of the
things the students have been look-
ing at are over 18,000 years old.
How can we possibly learn about
people who lived so long ago? How
are these people like us? Ask your
child to tell you what he has learned
about early people.

In social studies, seventh grad-
ers are analyzing the Articles of
Confederation, major issues faced
by delegates to the Constitutional
Convention of 1787, and the debate
over ratifying the Constitu-
tion. Next, the kids will begin pre-
paring for the U.S. Constitution test.

Seventh grade science students
have been getting acquainted with
their new surroundings working in a
lab setting. Students learned various
safety procedures to use in the lab
and the equipment used in emer-
gency situations. Seventh graders
have started the chemistry unit for
the year, How can | make new stuff
from old stuff? This unit builds on
the 6™ grade chemistry unit getting
deeper into substances and their
properties. The unit focuses on
making new substances from old
substances — specifically making
soap from lard and sodium hydrox-
ide.

In Mr. Pape’s math class, we
have perfected the art of coordinate
graph building. The
next goal is to iden-
tify linear relation- ] | J
ships on these \ . H
graphs, as well as
tables and equations. Our first of 6
books, Variables and Patternsvill
be coming to an end soon!

In seventh grade spanish class,
the students are learning basic every
-day pleasantries, days of the week
and some primary numbers. Re-
cently, they’ve also begun learning
to use pronouns (an important foun-
dation to begin with) and conjugate
their first verb: Ser(to be). We will
also practice communicating things
we and our friends like to do

sional geometry, studying the con-
cepts of surface area and volume
and relating these ideas to problems
and applications in packaging de-
sign.

Students in eighth grade science
are studying the connections be-
tween human body systems and
cells to analyze the processes of
muscle building, movement, waste
removal, and digestion in people.

jHola eighth grade parents! We
have had a great start to the school
year and have just completed our
review section of the curriculum.
We are currently working on Unit 3,
Chapter 1 of the textbook and have
introduced the new vocabulary to
our students. They will be making
skits of phone conversations in
Spanish, which they can share with
you at home! You can get out your
cell phones and practice with
them! "jHola, ;Como estas?" is a

good way to start. The students
have already improved their abilities
in the Spanish language and we look
forward to their future progress this
school year.

In Ms. Spevak’s classes, students
are reading War of the Worlds.
Please note that book talks and
MENU items are due October 16.
In English class, we are studying
verbs and verb tenses and editing
for verb errors. The first AR test is
scheduled for October 9. Students
are enjoying submitting extra credit
via the new Renaissance Place com-
puter program that not only tests
reading comprehension for Acceler-
ated Reader books, but some tests
can also test vocabulary and literacy
skills understanding.

“Mother, I wish my peers would
improve their diction to be more
articulate! I do so hope to be joined
at the top of the intellectual hierar-

chy as their intelligibility im-
proves!” Has your eighth grader
said something like this to you
lately? If they have, they are proba-
bly in Mrs. Katz’s English class
where use of newly acquired vo-
cabulary (the underlined words) is
encouraged and rewarded! In lit-
erature class we are continuing our
study of refugees which has in-
cluded a simulation, several docu-
mentaries, and study of the autobio-
graphical account Of Beetles and
Angels by Mawi Asgedom.

As always, it is absolutely vital that
we receive these forms filled out
completely. If your child were to
become ill or have an accident, we
know you would want us to know
exactly whom we should contact.

We have asked the parent com-
munity to sign off on the first page
of this years’ student handbook. If
you have not handed this slip back
to one of your child’s teachers
please do so this week. In the stu-
dent handbook, we have listed per-
sonal items that are not allowed at
school, such as virtual pets, laser
lights, cell phones, iPods, MP3 sys-
tems, game boys, trading cards,
Yugi-Oh cards, excessive amounts
of money and musical devices. We
also expect that students dress ap-
propriately and are specifically not
wearing very short skirts or shorts,
thin-strapped tank tops, cropped
tops, or shirts/pants with inappropri-
ate decals on them. Please be
aware, that we will mandate that
students change if these clothing
items are worn to school. Also due
to safety, if students choose to ride
bikes to school, not scooters, skate-
boards or rollerblades (since they
are no longer allowed at school),
they are to park them in the east
parking lot. Students are not permit-
ted to ride their bike on school prop-
erty, and especially not around in
the lot, but instead walk their bike

out of the lot, and then ride it, once
they are clear of bus and pick-up
traffic.

We would like to remind you
that our school day begins at 8:25
am each day. The first bell rings at
8:20, and students have five minutes
to make their way to their class-
rooms at that time. If your child
comes to school after 8:25 am, he/
she must sign in at the office. A
pass will be given to your child to
be admitted to class, but we do keep
track of tardies. We expect our stu-
dents to be in their rooms by 8:25
and ready for morning announce-
ments. When they are late, they are
missing their morning routines, and
this is extremely important to the
start of their academic day.

In regards to absences, thank you
for calling in your child on a daily
basis when he/she has been absent.
Please inform us of extended ab-
sence, like being out of town, in
writing so that we don’t call your
house looking for your child. Tell-
ing your child’s teacher does not
help our front office when it comes
time to do the attendance. Please,
send a note to the school so that the
office is notified.

Please encourage your children
to leave messages for you when
calling home. Several times, they
are calling home to remind you to
bring something, notify you of a
game, etc., but they aren’t leaving
messages when they call. When
you return the call from the caller
ID, the office doesn’t know who
called or for what reason. This
should save time when you call the
school, and we don’t have to track
down the caller.

Additionally, we would like for
you to know your child’s plans for

the afternoon prior to its arrival.
Unless the teacher receives a note,
stating other arrangements for going
home, we expect him/her to take
his/her usual mode of transportation
home. Students are not permitted to
ride other students’ buses without
approval from the office, for which
a note has been presented. Our pri-
mary concern is your child’s safety,
and we would like to make sure that
your child has made it home safely
each day. If plans change, we will
allow the students to call from the
school to notify you.

This weekend is Park View’s
Fun Fair. As always, the Park
View Fun Fair continues to provide
a wonderful opportunity for stu-
dents, parents, and teachers to get
together socially while supporting
the fine efforts of our generous
PTO. Besides the many games that
take place, and the delicious food
that was purchased, plus the bake
sale, there are also many that
showed their support by donating
items for the silent auction. Many
thanks to our star organizers, Mrs.
Linda McDonagh, Gosia Sarata and
Darcy Bloom-Boedefeld for the
wonderful organization of this great
day!

We are so grateful for the contin-
ued support that PTO provides our
school. Your support is vital when
you participate in the monthly Mar-
ket Days, the Innisbrook Gift Wrap
Sale, and the Book Fair.

At this time we wanted to once
again remind you of the current
security system that Park View has
in place. Please remember that all
doors to the building will be
locked with the exception of the
main doors. At 8:25 am, the main
doors will be locked and all tardy
students will need to report to the

office. All students who are
dropped off in front of the building
are asked to enter the main doors.
Once inside, Grades K-5 will enter
the cafeteria and sit with their class.
Grades 6-8 will remain on the east
side of the building (what we call
the junior high entrance). In order
to enter the building you will need
to ring the doorbell to be let in to the
school building. Once you are
here, we ask that you notify the
front office of your destination,
sign in, and put on a visitor’s tag.
Please also know that if you are in-
tending to videotape or take any sort
of pictures, you will only be allowed
to do so, if the teacher has informed
the parents of the classroom that it is
going to take place. If you will be
picking your child up early from
school, please send a note to his/
her teacher. The note will be for-
warded to the front office, and we
will have your child ready for you
when you arrive. You will also
need to sign out your child in the
blue book, regardless of their age in
school. If a child returns to school
that same day, he/she should check
in the office to receive a pass back
to class. We apologize for all this
information, but if we establish the
routine early, everything will run
smoothly.

Finally, we are hoping that this
may be the last Proclamations sent
home in the paper form with your
child. Through a combined effort of
collecting email addresses at regis-
tration and again at each of the cur-
riculum nights, we now have an ad-
ditional way to contact you. One of
the greatest uses of paper each year
is the printing of Proclamations, and
it is our goal to, “Go Green” by
transitioning from paper to elec-
tronically emailing you the monthly
newsletter. If you have not submit-

ted an email contact to us, we would
welcome you to do so, or conversely
if you would still like a paper copy,
we will be able to supply you with
one. You may send a note to the
front office if you will still like a
paper copy each month.

We continue to feel very fortu-
nate to be working together at such a
wonderful school as Park View! We
are constantly reminded of the many
ways you offer support to our school
and your children. Please call us at
any time if you have a problem or a
concern. We are true believers that
the team approach is the best, and
you are a valued member of the
team.

At the beginning of every school
year, teachers and school officials
like to set the tone for the school
year by discussing the
“expectations” for the year. Typi-
cally, these expectations resemble
those behaviors teachers would like
to see in the classroom (example: do
your homework regularly and on
time), as well as those behaviors
they would like to discourage
(example: no running in the halls).
Most teachers use and discuss the
same expectations, but there can be
some variation in these expectations
from classroom to classroom, based
on the teacher’s experiences and
teaching style.

However, last Spring we had a
group of teachers representing all of
the grades discuss the possibilities
of having a single set of expecta-
tions that could be used for all
grades—Kindergarten through
Eighth Grade—recognizing that
some of the situations that need to
be addressed may vary from grade
level to grade level. Rather than
identify specific behaviors to ad-
dress, it was decided to develop a
set of Character Traits that we
would not only like to expect from
our students, but also reinforce, dis-
cuss, and help all students under-
stand the value of practicing these
traits not only while at school, but
throughout their lives. After much
discussion and debate, the “common
denominator” traits that were identi-
fied and believed to cover every
aspect of school, home, and life in
general were the following:

e Be Honest

e Be Positive

e Be Respectful
e Be Responsible
e Be Safe

As you can see, these are traits
that can be taught and/or reinforced
in any grade, Kindergarten through
Eighth Grade, and should be prac-
ticed and modeled by everyone re-
gardless of age or position, includ-
ing teachers and parents.

To go a step further, because
Park View’s mascot or nickname is
the Warriors, it was decided that
these traits reflected the “Warrior
Way” of being, with the Park View
staff reminding our students to dem-
onstrate the Warrior Way as a daily
habit or practice. To utilize the ex-
amples that were provided earlier,
rather than discuss the “homework”
issue, it can be addressed as a
“responsibility” issue, as the War-
rior Way would support being re-
sponsible and doing one’s home-
work. No running in the hallways
can be addressed as a safety matter,
and the Warrior Way would have us
“be safe” while we are in school.
Any type of situation that can occur
in school boils down to one of the
Warrior Way traits, and can be dis-
cussed with your children through-
out their school career here at Park
View.

Since there are different forms of
consequences for children who may
not always practice the Warrior
Way as they progress through the
grades, the staff also reviewed those
practices particularly for those stu-
dents in grades 5 through 8. As
such, it was determined that teach-
ers may now issue “citations” to
students which serve as a “warning”
to them that they had better review
the behavior that earned them a cita-
tion so as to avoid getting a second
citation. A step beyond the citation
is a detention, which is when a stu-
dent must serve time after school
due to an infraction that went be-

yond the warning/citation level.
Finally, for more severe infractions
there is a referral process by which a
student issued a referral must attend
a Saturday School session which
will be held on a monthly basis. A
referral is typically the result of a
behavior that is harmful or threaten-
ing to someone else, and therefore
the consequence is considered more
severe. Finally, for those even more
serious infractions such as a fight,
vandalism, or infractions that resem-
ble “law-breaking” types of of-
fenses, the school has the option of
suspending the student from school,
which may either be an in-school or
out-of-school suspension.

The Warrior Way, with all of the
traits included, are the expectations
we all have for your children for
their school career at Park View. I
believe we would all agree that we
would like to see those behaviors
demonstrated throughout our school
AND community, and working to-
gether as the school and families we
are confident that we can make a
positive difference to that end!
Let’s have a great school year, and
demonstrate the Warrior Way!!
